Best Services: - Library accept old books from our student and provide the same to needy 

students, slow learners. We also provide old question paper set as well extra copies of paper 

to students. 

Book loan facility: - Under this scheme, this provided a set of books of all subjects to a senior 

college students. This year 137 students benefitted under this scheme. 

Automation: - Library is partially automated with the help of KOHA Software. Library has 
INFLIBNET, DELNET consortium, 279 educational CD/DVD’S 

Departments: - Library has Reading room, References section, and News Paper section, 

Periodicals and Journal section, Book Processing section. 

Library in Introductory Hour: - Library organizes literacy hour for new entrants to make them 

aware about library services, Library collection, departments and facility provided.
